The Colonial Legacy- based on a Teacher Relief lesson produced by Comic Relief.
Lesson Aims

· To familiarise pupils with the map of Africa

· To understand how the country boundaries were made.

· To identify some of the reasons for colonisation and how this has influence world trade.

Resources

· Atlas

· Blank map of Africa

· Flash Cards

· Speech bubbles

· Tanzania’s fact sheet

· Video- Teacher Relief 2, Spare a Thought or any other relevant video

Outline

· Watch video

· Give pupils map of Africa and an Atlas, in their groups ask them to identify anything which they think is unusual about the countries borders.  They can annotate the map.
· Libya/Egypt- is an example of a border which is a straight line, it does not follow any particular geographical feature other than a line of latitude.
Other things to mention

· Tanzania/Kenya, Mt Kilimanjaro originally belonged to Kenya, However Queen Victoria gave it as a present to her Cousin, so the border had to be redrawn.

· Gambia/Senegal, The British had trading links on either side of the River Gambia.  They did not want to give this area as most of West Africa was being carved up by the French, so the border follows the path of the river and not the interests of the local people.

· Namibia/Zambia, Unusual shape, long and narrow, this was to allow the Germans who colonized Namibia to get the Zambezi River, which flowed through Zambia in order to use it for trade.  The border was made to fit this need.

· Working in groups, ask the pupils to look at the speech bubbles about African colonisation.  Their task is to discuss what kind of person made each of the statements (e.g. profession, status in society), and what view of the land and the people they held.

· Then ask the pupils to make a list of the reasons why Europeans wanted to colonise Europe.

· Give out each group a set of flash cards, these are a series of statements about how colonisation impacted on the indigenous inhabitants.  Groups should sort into two piles advantages and disadvantages.  The disadvantages should be ranked according to hardship.  Each group should write a short paragraph expressing how the indigenous people would of felt about colonisation.  Lastly discuss with the class what policies would they want in place to reverse the effects of colonisation?
· Each group should be given a copy of the Tanzanian factfile, they should then discuss and answer the following questions;

· What colonial influence do you see in Tanzania’s trade?

· How do you think Britain benefits from this trade?

· How does Tanzania benefit from the trade?

· The prices of raw materials/primary goods tend to fall when compared to manufactured goods.  What problems will this have for Tanzania?  What are the advantages for Britain?







Fair Trade Lesson

Lesson Aims

· To learn how a commodity (banana) gets from the producer to the supermarket shelf

· To allow pupils to explore their own perceptions of a fair division of the price of a commodity.

Resources

· Fairtrade Foundation video- Fields of Gold or any other appropriate video about fair trade.

· Blank whole bananas

· Instruction power point

Lesson Outline

· Have pupils work in groups of four.  Each group is given a blank copy of the banana, using the instruction power point, have groups discuss and decide how to divide up the banana between the people involved in bringing it to British shops.

· After about eight minutes have each group present to class how they have divided up their banana.

· Using the instruction power point show the groups how the money is actually divided up.  Then lead a discussion using the questions provided on the instruction power point. 

· In the second half of the lesson show the video and have pupils, write down five things they learned from the video.  At end bring all ideas together, as a spider diagram.
