Ethco Lesson Plans:  ACfE First Level

Millennium Development Goals

	Lesson 1:  

	Learning Intention:

To find and identify countries of the world on a world map.
	Success Criteria:

	Time:

50 minutes
	Resources:

Maps/Globes (Between Pairs), flipchart paper, pens, access to computer/internet, interactive whiteboard.
	Links to ACfE Outcomes and Experiences:

	Introduction
Introduce Learning Intention and elicit Success Criteria from pupils as appropriate.
Display the world map on a poster, interactive whiteboard or overhead.  Introduce the continents and see which countries the pupils can identify.
	Focus
Split pupils into Groups of 4-6 as appropriate.
Prepare flipchart sheets with the name of the continents in the centre, one continent per flipchart sheet.  Give each group a coloured pen making sure you have a different colour for each group.  Make sure each group takes their pen with them as they go around the stations.
Give pupils 4 minutes at each flipchart paper to write down as many countries that they know in that continent.  Travel around the stations until each group has visited each continent.  At each station instruct pupils to tick the countries they agree with, leave any they don’t agree with and add any more that they know. 

When the groups have come back to their original sheet have them check using a map or atlas.  Add any missed countries.  Display.
	Plenary
Find countries on a world map game.

	Lesson 2:

	Learning Intention:

To research other countries of the world and compare to Scotland.
	Success Criteria:

	Time:

30 minutes for introduction

2x 50 minutes for research

30 minutes for presentation
	Resources:

Paper, card, pens, pencils, glue, internet, maps, atlases, globes, books, posters, AV equipment (optional), challenge sheet, post it notes, factsheet on Scotland.
	Links to ACfE Outcomes and Experiences:

	Introduction

Sit in a circle.  Write the names of different countries on post-it notes.  Without letting the pupils see what is written, stick the post-its to their head.  Each child can ask yes or no questions to decipher which country they have on their post-it.  If a child asks a question and the answer is no then it moves on to the next person’s turn.  Model for the pupils to begin with.  Keep going until everyone has guessed their country.
	Focus 

In a suitable way for the class split the pupils into groups of 4-6.  Select as many countries for investigation as you have groups from the following list; 

Peru, Uganda, Israel, North America, India, Pakistan, China, Brazil, Iraq, Haiti, Nepal, Chile, UAE, France, Indonesia, Japan, Malaysia, Thailand
Introduce Learning Intention.  Distribute Challenge Sheet and country to each group in an appropriate way.  

Allow 5-10 minutes for pupils to read and think about challenge.

As a class decide on what the challenge is asking them to do.  Make a communal list of tasks. This will be used as Success Criteria.
Give allotted time for the challenge preparation.
	Plenary
After each presentation refer to the list of tasks that the pupils had decided on.  
Discuss how well each group has done in terms of the list.  

Display presentation materials.  Give each pupil a post-it note for every group.  Have each child write a positive comment on each of the groups’ presentation materials including their own group.  Allow each group to revisit their own work and read the comments.
	Evaluation/Next Steps


	Lesson 3:

	Learning Intention:

To raise awareness of the Millennium Development Goals.
	Success Criteria:

	Time:50 mins
	Resources:   Oxfam MDG Poster Pack,  football goal sheet, space for display,  flipchart paper and pens
	Links to ACfE Outcomes and Experiences:

	Introduction

Introduce the term goal to the pupils.  Go around the class and ask what pops into their head when they hear the term ‘goal’.   Discuss what makes a good goal in sport and in the class.  Make a list of quality criteria for a goal.  Ask the pupils to think about personal goals.  Review list and change for personal goals.
On footballs create their own short term/long term goals for the class and display on goal background.
	Focus

Introduce the Learning Intention.  Elicit Success Criteria for lesson from pupils.  Discuss the differences between need and want.  Brainstorm to address the question, “What do you think a person needs to live safely and healthily?”

Using the results from the brainstorm, get pupils to choose the top 3 to real needs for living and create a sheared list for the class.  

Create a Venn Diagram on board/interactive whiteboard with headings; My Own Life, Human Needs and Both.  Put the top 3 suggestions from each group into the diagram and add more suggestions from the pupils as appropriate.  Introduce the 8 MDG on Oxfam poster and discuss the background to their creation.  Compare to pupils’ lists and discuss.
	Plenary

Revise Learning Intention and Success Criteria and allow pupils to self assess their understanding.


	Evaluation/Next Steps


	Lesson 4:

	Learning Intention:

To develop understanding of the concept of fairness in trade.
	Success Criteria:

	Time:

2x50 mins plus 30 mins presentation time.
	Resources:

Fair Trade Representative (go to http://www.fairtrade.org.uk/resources/default.aspx to find a speaker), planning sheet, computer time, interactive whiteboard and projector or overhead projector. 
	Links to ACfE Outcomes and Experiences:

	Introduction
Ask a Fair Trade representative from a business or foundation, i.e. Co-op or The Fairtrade Foundation, to attend the class and prepare a talk on how Fair Trade helps to address some of the MDGs.   Inform the representative beforehand of the content of the pupil’s task.  Introduce Learning Intentions and representative.  During the talk ask pupils to organise what they are hearing into 3 columns on a planning sheet; Good Things, Problems and Ideas that they have to make it even better.  
	Focus
Using the information from their planning sheet direct the pupils in making a powerpoint presentation or prepared talk with visual aids to detail how they would make things even better in the company and highlighting the good things that they have agreed as a group.  

As a class create a list of product criteria that the presentation must contain.  For example, everyone must be involved, must contain things from all 3 columns, must be no longer than 3 minutes etc.  Ensure one of your criteria refers to how they work as a team.  Be as specific as possible, i.e. make sure everyone has a chance to give an idea.

 
	Plenary
Invite the speaker back into the class to listen to the presentations and give feedback to the groups.

Go through the criteria list with every group.  Allow groups to self assess their performances using 2 stars and a wish or similar.
	Evaluation/Next Steps


	Lesson 5:

	Learning Intention:

To create a song/poem/rap to inform others in our school about the Millennium Development Goals.
	Success Criteria:

	Time:

1hour + presentation time to others in school.
	Resources:

“Feed the World” and “Blowing in the Wind” (or any other suitable social conscience music) on CD, CD Player, lyrics, pens, paper, MDG and posters.
	Links to ACfE Outcomes and Experiences:

	Introduction
Ask the pupils what their favourite songs are.  Select a few examples and then ask what the songs are about.  Ask the pupils if there are any clues in the songs which help you make the decision.  Give out the lyrics to the songs and have them playing in the background.  Instruct pupils to think about the main idea in the song.  They can highlight any words or phrases which give them clues to the meaning.  After a few minutes share their findings and discuss.
	Focus
Introduce the Learning Intentions and create specific Success Criteria.  Split the class into 8 groups.  Give each of the eight groups one of the Millennium Development Goals as a focus.  Give the groups 5 minutes to brainstorm the answer to the question:  What could be done to achieve this goal?  After the 5 minutes get them to agree as a group on the 3 most important things on their brainstorm.

After the brainstorm, ask the group to create a verse for a song/poem/rap that addresses their important points.  This could be in the same tune as “Blowing in the Wind”, a nursery rhyme, a limerick, a rap or any other format that is deemed suitable for the class.     
	Plenary
Put the song together and perform for suitable audience.  Add in instruments, visual displays etc as appropriate.  Record onto tape or CD if possible.

Review Success Criteria and Learning Intention.
